TLps on Developing a Friendship with your Little

Most of you decided to become a Big because you wanted to help a child in the area. I think we
all hope that once we are matched with a child, that child will do better in school, get along better
with people at home, or be able to make good decisions. It is important to remember that
changes in your Little will occur slowly. It might even seem like your Little doesn’t want to
change or improve in certain areas. Please remember that some of these children already have
some adults in their lives that are eager to tell them what they are doing wrong. Hopefully, posi-
tive behaviors will come AFTER your Little learns to trust you and becomes more secure. Your
Little may also come from a family with a very different value system than yours. It is NOT your
responsibility to try to change their values. Through your example, your Little may come to re-
spect values that are more positive, but this may be a long process. Catch your Little doing some-
thing good! Point out and praise their strengths. Encourage appropriate behavior rather than
scolding them for inappropriate behavior. Role model honesty, truth, and respect for others.
Also, by being there for the child, you are making a difference, even if you don’t think you are.
